Ambassadors will gain valuable experience through learning opportunities, hands-on
experience, leadership development, coaching and mentoring, and training in 21st
century workforce skills. Students will complete the program with real experience that
can be carried into the workforce. The overall goal of the program is to help our
ambassadors gain experience for jobs or other volunteer opportunities, forge
relationships with peers and mentors, and is a way to accrue volunteer service hours
that can be used for job requirements, scholarship requirements, social organization

requirements, etc.

The Commitment Legacy Ambassadors make a
commitment to volunteer a minimum number of hours
each month through activities chosen by the volunteer
or assigned to the volunteer.

If an
ambassador fails to complete the minimum amount of
required hours 2 months in a row, without prior written
approval from a Foundation Leader, they will be
removed from the program.

For certain activities,
social media access may be needed. Please note that
social media is not a requirement to be an
ambassador.
